We need a Government of men and women
who actually respect theinstitution they represent. The organisationswhich pre-
pare these peoplefor their work must be incorruptible and single-minded with

our principlesengraved inthe soulsof itsteachers.

A NEW EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

A proper educational system servesthree purposes- it passesapeopl€e’scultural,
intellectua and spiritual heritagefrom generation to generation, it teachesskillsand
techniques, and it guidesthe character development of individuas, from childhood
to adulthood.

Thefirst purposeis served by teaching facts and ideas - Language, History,
Science, Ethics, and so on.

Thesecond pur poseisserved by teaching the child how to do thingsthat will be
useful to himself and/or society.

Thethird purposeisserved by chalenging, testing and conditioning. By teaching
thechildto exercisehiswill. To discipline himsalf, to endure discomfort and over-
comefears, to accept responghility, to truthfully and generdly develop and strengthen
thosetraitsof character valued by ahealthy society.

The present system compl etely neglectsthe third purpose, and doespoorly with
thefirst two. It is, however, by pursuing thethird purpose that the educational
systemwill makethemost radical contribution.

Our children aregrowing up in aworld without standards of character and clear
guiddlinesof behaviour. We seethe productsof thissystem all around us. We need
torestructurethe system to ensureeach child isgiven the opportunity to evolveinto
the strongest, most capabl e and responsible adult he or she can be. The greatest
gift wecan givethemisareturn of their sense of identity and heritage, and areturn
totraditional valuesand beliefs.
